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A.  CALL TO ORDER & ROLL CALL
Mayor/Chairperson Armstrong called the meeting to order.  Present at roll call were Mayor Armstrong, Nate Klassy, Keith Ingwell, Bill Bethke, and Charles Koch. Also present were Asst. Admin. Shanks, Asst. Atty Bartholf, Zoning Administrator Ryan Lindsey, Secretary Arianna Meier, and developers Aaron Holverson and Kevin Visel.

B. CORRECTION OF MINUTES

C. BUSINESS
1. DESIGN REVIEW FOR FARMER’S CHOICE LLC
Zoning Administrator Lindsey presented a design review application for a warehouse and feed mill for Farmers Choice LLC. Klassy noted that there was a comment from the Fire Chief regarding parking issues. Farmer’s Choice LLC has parking included in their designs. Motion by Klassy to approve, seconded by Koch. On voice vote, motion was carried. 

2. REVIEW SQUARE NORTH LLC PROJECT FOR CONSISTENCY WITH CITY’S COMPREHENSIVE PLAN
The project proposed by Square North LLC for construction of a 4-unit residential condominium was reviewed to determine if the proposed project is consistent with the City’s Comprehensive Plan, which calls for more high-density/mixed-use development. “High-density/mixed-use” is not defined in the Comprehensive Plan. The project would be located north of 9th Street and east of 16th Avenue. The project would require a zoning change, as the area is currently zoned as a P.U.D.  Klassy commented that he did not think a 4-unit was a high-density project. The developers explained that they see this project as a stepping stone to a second or third phase, and noted that they felt the project may encourage additional high-density/mixed-use development from other developers. Mayor Armstrong moved to approve this project as consistent with the City’s Comprehensive plan, seconded by Ingwell. On voice vote, the motion was carried. 

3. ORDINANCE CHANGES RELATED TO ACCESSORY DWELLING UNITS
Interest in accessory dwelling units was brought up in October 2015, which led to the  Asst. Atty Bartholf drafting a potential ordinance to allow ADUs. ADUs are small, self-contained living units that can be located within a single family home, as an addition to the home, or a free standing structure on the lot. ADUs are talked about in several areas of the Comprehensive Plan. Atty Bartholf presented a preliminary ordinance to begin discussion. ADU’s would be a permitted use in the R1, R2, R3, and Central Business districts, as long as the ADU was owner-occupied. It would be a conditional use in the same district if the ADU is not owner-occupied. In M1, M2, and M3, it would be a conditional use. Discussion ensued regarding size and guidelines of ADU’s as well as transience and other concerns. General consensus is to make modifications to the ordinance as discussed and bring back on next month’s agenda.
